Loving God Unconditionally

John 11:5-11

One day we will pass from this life as we know it, but this will not be the end, it will be the beginning of
our eternity. As Christians, we understand that everything, is all about the glory of God. This is all done
to bring us into the love of God so that we may see and feel the love that God and his Son have
prepared for all of humanity. Often time, what God does for us, we do not feel like it is love. Now no one
wants to think of his love in this manner, nor do they want to think that the love of God could happen
this way in our life, but it is sometimes necessary for the Holy Spirit to work in this manner to change
our hearts and our minds, so that we may see what God’s love is truly all about. This love means that
God will give unto us all that we need, but it may not always be blessings of worldly value, or physical
healings in the body, or even that which we feel at the time is the most important happening in our
lives. It simply means giving unto us a full and endless experience of the glory of God. Love is doing
whatever we must do, to help others to see and to cherish God’s glory as their greatest joy, and the
willingness to help others find complete satisfaction in the glory of his salvation. So, whether in life, or in
death, we must trust God, we must acknowledge God and his saving grace, and above all, we must love
him unconditionally.



John 11:5 - 11,....when Jesus heard therefore that he was sick....saith he to his disciples, let us go
into Judea again....are there not twelve hours in the day, if any man walk in the day, he stumbleth not,
because he seeth the light of the world....but if a man walk in the night, he stumbleth, because there is
no light in him....our friend Lazarus sleepeth, but | go, that | may awake him out of his sleep....

All that Christ accomplished during his time of ministry upon this earth, was not only for an example to
humanity, but also to teach humanity, and to show that, all his works will point to the saving grace of
Jesus Christ, and to the glory of God. The sickness of sin does not need to be unto death. God’s desire is
that all might have salvation and eternal life. Following Gods plan can seem dangerous for us at times
from an earthly perspective.

Joel 3: 14,....mu|titudes, multitudes in the valley of decision, for the day of the Lord is near in the
valley of decision....



Even though this passage of scripture speaks of the impending judgement that God is going to hand out
at the end of the tribulation period, we can use this to understand, in our life, that God is going to deal
with wickedness, swiftly, and justly, and we know that his promises to make all things right, extends to
the choices, that we have made. All men are saved in the same manner, by grace, through faith. The
choice between life and death is extended to all humanity, due to that we are all born dead in
trespasses and sins.

Romans 3: 23,....for all have sinned and come short of the glory of God....

Because of Christ and the cross, and the punishment in which Christ took on our behalf, the choice
between life and death continues to be extended to all people. Our choice will either be a curse for us,
or a blessing of God. Those who reject the free gift of salvation, choose death, which is an everlasting
separation from God, eternally in hell.

John 11: 9 - 10,....Jesus answered. Are there not twelve hours in a day, if any man walk in the
day, he stumbleth not, because he seeth the light of the world. But if a man walk in the night, he
stumbleth, because there is no light in him....

Even as Christians, who have been called out of darkness into his marvelous light, often time, we still
find ourselves enduring worldly hardships, by falling prey to the darkness of the world that surrounds us.
Does God do things that we do not understand. Things that we cannot figure out, things beyond our
thinking, things that baffle us, and yes discourage us at times. Things that will reveal unto us just how
little we truly understand, concerning Gods will in our life.

God has an appointed time for each of us. When we are walking in Gods appointed time, we have
nothing to fear. There are opportunities in every situation in our life. We must wait, we must have faith,
we must trust in God, knowing that he is always working things out. Even if we do not understand, we
must never give up on Christ. We must have obedience in his word, we must trust in his word, we must
never question God’s ways, or lose faith in his word. We must always love God unconditionally.
