Trusting God, No Matter the Outcome 

 

Psalm 37: 5 

 

As believers, we must not only learn of the importance of trusting in God, but we must also have a 

willingness to be used in service unto him, for in doing so God can save many through the work of his 

obedient servants. Now, the world will teach us of the power and importance of positive thinking, and 

seeking after what we want most in our life, which sounds good to most people, but the word of God 

teaches us to deny ourselves by trusting that Christ has a better outcome for our lives, an outcome that 

we could never produce for ourselves. When we offer ourselves in willing service unto God, it is then 

that we can rest assured that he will take care of us according to the promises of his word.  

 

 

Luke 9: 23 – 24,….and he said to them all, if any man will come after me, let him deny himself, 

and take up his cross daily and follow me….for whosoever will save his life shall lose it, but whosoever 

will lose his life for my sake, the same shall save it…. 

 

 



So, what does it really mean for a believer to become a true servant of God? Now, all believers are 

considered servants, but not all servants give of themselves willingly to Gods purpose and plan for their 

life. Our life is to be one that surrenders completely and wholly unto God, which means that even 

through the many sufferings in our life, we are to sacrifice ourselves in our service unto him. When we 

give up our life for Christ, we are not losing it, we are just allowing Christ to save it.

James 1: 22 - 25,….but be ye doers of the word, and not hearers only, deceiving your own 

selves….for if he be a hearer of the word, and not a doer, he is like a man beholding his natural face in a 

glass….he beholdeth himself, and goeth his way….but whoso looketh into the perfect law of liberty, and 

continueth therein, he being….a doer of the work…. 

 

So, here is what a life of trusting in the saving grace of Jesus Christ looks like. We not only to accept the 

word of God in our thoughts and in our minds, but we are to agree to it in our hearts and in our soul, 

which means, that we must pledge our obedience to the commandments and promises of God’s word. If 

we truly believe, we will stop talking long enough to listen, and to understand what God is trying to say 

unto us, by his word, through his spirit that is indwelling within us. There is a difference between a 

professed faith, and a faith that produces the good works of righteousness, which God has prepared for 

those who have the willing desire to carry out his will. Every believer should be growing in grace, all the 

while maturing in faith, and walking in spirit and truth, which demonstrates unto others what the saving 

grace of Jesus Christ is all about.  

 

Psalm 37: 3 - 7,…trust in the Lord, and do good….delight thyself also in the Lords….commit thy 

way unto the Lord, trust also in him, and he shall bring it to pass….rest in the Lord, and wait patiently on 

him…. 

 

Trust is the essence of our faith, and as believers we trust in the Lord to take care of every situation and 

circumstance in our life, so that we will not become anxious and turn to the world. As Christians we do 

not delight in the situations and circumstances that we encounter in our life, but we are encouraged to 

take pleasure in the spiritual opportunities that arise from these occurrences. The closer that we 

become in our relationship with the Lord, the more that our desires began to change from our own 

selfish wants, to wanting what God has in store for us, but only if we will simply be committed unto him.  

 

 

 



Philippians 4: 6,….be careful for nothing, but in everything by prayer and supplication with 

thanksgiving let your request be made known unto God…. 

 

Prayer is a privilege given unto us by God, so that we may bring everything in our life unto him. We are 

encouraged to pray constantly, fervently, and confidently, trusting that there is nothing too great or too 

small that cannot be given unto the Lord.  Our relationship with God is built upon our prayer of faith, 

and our trust and obedience in his word, and it is through our faith in Christ that we can trust in God to 

finish the work that he has started in our life.  

      

Philippians 1: 6,….being confident of this very thing, that he which hath begun a good work in 

you will perform it  until the day of Jesus Christ…. 

 

As believers, we are saved from the penalty of sin and death at the moment, that when by faith, we 

believed and confessed the Lord Jesus Christ, but the process of becoming Christlike is not over, for it is 

exactly that, it is a process, and we have only just begun. Our service unto God begins with salvation and 

goes throughout eternity. While here upon this earth there will be many parts to our Godly service that 

will be challenging, and with these challenges will come sufferings and persecutions, and at times it may 

seem like it is life threatening, but rest assured that God is in control, and he wants nothing more than 

for us to acknowledge that every situation and circumstance is an opportunity to grow in our faith, and 

spiritually mature, so that we might be able to show Gods love to others, which will glorify him.

Matthew 20: 28,….even as the Son of Man came not be ministered unto, but to minister, and to 

give his life a ransom for many…. 

 

By his willing sacrifice, Christ made salvation possible for all who will come unto him by faith believing. 

As believers, our genuine service to Christ is carried out for the benefit of others, and not for our own 

self-promotion. A true servant of Christ is not accepted by God because of what he will gain, but for 

what God can do through him, for others. Godly service is not designed to serve our own emotional 

satisfaction, but it is to be a spiritual enlightenment unto all those around us. Our life must become a 

living sacrifice, that is holy and acceptable unto God. As believers, it is our duty to finish the tasks that 

God has given unto us to do, those things which we have set out to accomplish, but to do this we must 

learn to follow the instructions of the indwelling Holy Spirit. God will provide deliverance unto us as we 

go through the consequences of the situations and circumstances in our life, but first we need to 

consider why that we are in the position that we are in, which is for his purpose, and his plan, so that we 

might learn to draw our strength and our courage from him. 



2 Corinthians 8: 6 – 12,….we desired Titus, that as he had begun, so he would also finish in 

you the same grace also….therefore, as ye abound in everything, in faith, and utterance, and knowledge, 

and in all diligence, and in your love to us, see that ye abound in grace also….I speak….by occasion of the 

forwardness of others, and to prove the sincerity of your love….for ye know the grace of our Lord Jesus 

Christ, that, though he was rich, yet for your sake he became poor, that ye through his poverty might be 

rich….now therefore perform the doing of it, that as there was a readiness to will, so there may be a 

performance also out of that which ye have….for if there be first a willing mind, it is accepted according 

to that a man hath, and not according to that he hath not…. 

 

God does not force us to do anything, but through his word he encourages us to give of ourselves as an 

act of his grace and his love, to give of ourselves so that we might through him meet the needs of those 

who he has placed within our lives. Now, we must understand that there is a difference between 

wanting something to happen and having the willingness to allow God to work through us to make 

something happen. We might have a desire to serve, and we may even have a sincere readiness to 

serve, but it is meaningless if we do not take the steps needed to make good on our promises unto God. 

Remember, when doing the work of the Lord, we might have made these promise to other individuals, 

but they are promise made to God, for they were made in the name of the Lord. Now, our giving of 

ourselves should be according to the abundance of the wisdom, knowledge, and understanding, that 

God has blessed us with. Therefore, it is the quality of our service that God has prepared us for that is 

important, and not the quantity of what we feel that we are capable of doing.  

 

Matthew 5: 16,….let your light so shine before men, that they may see your good works, and 

glorify your Father which is in heaven….
