Walking According to Grace 

 

Ephesians 4: 1 – 7, 11 

 

Our salvation is an act of Gods goodness and grace, and it is Gods desire that all who have received this 

free gift of salvation might come to understand the practical responsibilities of this gift and apply it to 

our daily practices. Our privileges in Christ are opportunities for practical living. Now, God does not 

equip each one with the same measure of grace, but we are given sufficient enough grace needed to live 

a life that glorifies God. This means that within our salvation comes spiritual gifts, and we are to exercise 

these spiritual gifts through helping one another, and as believers, we are to help build up, equip, 

encourage, comfort, and support the saints in their spiritual service within the body of Christ. Ideally this 

means placing the needs of others first, which means that in order to have the greatest impact possible, 

personal involvement is required. No one person should be put in a position where they are providing 

most of the work of the ministry within the body of Christ, for when this takes place, others do not 

serve, and the churches growth becomes stagnant. Sadly, the reality of this is common within the body 

of Christ, for many only want to be seen of their recognition, with no responsibility of works. Therefore, 

we are to encourage one another, so that every believer is growing in their spiritual maturity, and 

actively participating in serving in the body of Christ. For we are all apostles, prophets, evangelist’s, 

pastors, and teachers. So, what is the reality of our calling, it is the measure of the gift of Christ given 

according to the measure of God’s grace. 

 



Acts 17: 28,….for in him we live, and move, and have our being….for we are his offspring…. 

 

We should be so concerned about the sinfulness and lack of spiritual maturity in this world, that it 

should motivate us more and more to share the goodness of Gods salvation with others. Even though 

God is not far from us, sin will still separate us from God. Therefore, we must always express our 

constant dependence upon him for he is the giver of life. Our strength, physical and spiritual, comes 

from God, for our life is a gift, and we owe are existence to God. We are created by God, and in him all 

things come together, we cannot exist apart from him.  

 

Ephesians 4: 1 – 7,….I….beseech you that ye walk worthy of the vocation wherewith you were 

sealed….forbearing one another in love….endeavoring to keep the unity of the spirit….there is one body, 

and one spirit, even as ye are called in one hope of your calling….one Lord, one faith, one baptism, one 

God and Father of all, who is above all, and through all, and in you all….but unto every one of us is given 

grace according to the measure of the gift of Christ…. 

 

God wants us, as believers, to apply our spiritual learning, daily while living our life in Christ. This means 

living our life honoring God’s gift of grace, which would be living Christlike, walking in a manner that is 

beneficial to our heavenly calling. All that Christ has done, he did so that all of humanity might receive 

forgiveness of sins, by faith believing on the name of the only begotten Son of God. Christ sustains all 

things by the power of his word and is now seated at the right hand of God, waiting for the day when he 

will come again to receive us unto himself so that where he is, we may be also.  

 

Psalm 68: 18,….thou hast ascended on high, thou hast led captivity captive, thou hast received 

gifts for men, yea, for the rebellious also, that the Lord God might dwell among them…. 

 

Christ Jesus our Lord ascended into heaven after he rose victorious from the grave. Through his 

sacrificial death and his glorious resurrection, he paid the price for all sin, and broke the power of sin 

and death in the lives of all who would trust in him. Christ triumphed over everything that sought to 

overcome him. He took captive everything that enslaved all mankind from the beginning of time, and 

also all those things that sought to overwhelm God the Father as well. He defeated sin by living a sinless 

life and offered up himself as the full and final payment for all sin, through the shedding of his blood. He 

overcame the grave through his resurrection, and he secured our authority over sin, death, and hell. 

Therefore, it is because of Christ victory, that God was able to bestow gifts on all those who would trust 

in him. These spiritual gifts and abilities are for the benefit of the body of Christ, which comes through 

the Holy Spirit of God.  

 



Ephesians 4: 11,….he gave some, apostles, and some, prophets, and some, evangelists, and 

some, pastors and teachers…. 

 

God encourages learning, for it is his calling in our life that is to be our first priority. The body of Christ 

functions best when each member uses his or her gift that God has given unto them to the fullest. This is 

because the church is made up of a unity of believers who work together for the glory of God. God 

qualifies the believer by equipping us with his word and calls each one to be his chosen instrument to 

proclaim the good news of his saving grave unto all who will hear and believe. Now, many may claim to 

know the word of God, but it is not until that we are saved by his grace that he blesses us with the 

understanding, that all scripture points to his Son, Christ Jesus. It is now our awareness of the word of 

God that equips us with the wisdom, knowledge, and understanding to share his gospel with others. 

Therefore, God qualifies us through the lessons of our experiences with him.     

 

Hebrews 1: 3,….being the brightness of his glory….the ….image of his person….upholding all 

things by the word of his power….by himself purged our sins, set down at the right hand of the majesty 

on high…. 

 

Whatever the case may be, one thing that we do know for sure as believers is that Christ, no matter 

what the circumstance in which we believe, that through the crucifixion and the resurrection, there is 

the proclamation of victory over all sinful wickedness and disobedience, and for this reason, we are to 

proclaim this victory while doing the work of the Lord, through the perfecting of the saints, through the 

preaching of the saving grace of Jesus Christ, which brings souls into the body of Christ. 

 

Our ultimate goal, should be to bring all believers into the unity and knowledge of Christ, so that the 

body of Christ might grow in faith, and grow in spiritual maturity, with the understanding to preach the 

gospel of salvation to a lost and dying world, looking ever unto the coming of Christ for his church, this is 

our high calling in God.
